It is estimated that California is among the top three states in the nation for human trafficking but
when we think of human trafficking, we think of it as a national and state issue, not a local issue.

By its very nature, human trafficking is largely hidden from view but exists in many different

forms right here in San Jose and throughout the Bay Area. It exists as sexual exploitation of chil-
drendwal king the streets engaging in prosti

exploitation of adults who feel they cannot leave the sex industry for a variety of reasons even if
they want. Human trafficking also relates to forced labor in many different formsd from domestic
servitude and service industry jobs to agriculture. Unfortunately, human trafficking is not limited to
these areas. These are just examples of some common forms of human trafficking in the Bay Area.

Join us at the February Third Wednesday Program sponsored by the San Jose Branch Public Policy
Committee when Detective Jeremy Martinez, San Jose Police Department Human Trafficking Task
Force, will raise our awareness of this very real and dangerous issue, how it affects us locally, and
what AAUW members can do to advocate for the victims.
