mutual interest.     

Loren Reynolds and Gloria Leonard vis-
ited Assemblymember Joe Coto and 
Louise Persson and Gloria Leonard visited 

with the District Representative at Senator 
Alquist's office. Most of our members live 
within the constituency of these two legis-
lators. The next meeting of the Public Pol-

GETTING THE ATTENTION 
OF YOUR STATE  
LEGISLATORS

During a recent visit by Public Policy 
Committee members to Senator Alquist’s 
district office, Carol Ong, District Repre-
sentative, provided a tutorial in grass roots 
advocacy and effective procedures that our 
members can use to advance the mission 
of AAUW. It was valuable information for 
the branch Public Policy Committee to 
have as we plan advocacy campaigns at 
San Jose Branch and for individual mem-
bers as well: 

Letters and/or email about a specific bill 
must contain the address of the author(s).  
The legislator’s office staff logs in all com-
munication so that the legislator can track 
communication from constituents. 

Volume does matter – if the legislator re-
ceives a large amount of communication 
on a specific bill or issue from constituents 
(voters), they pay attention. 

Local district office staff is open to and 
enthusiastic about visits to discuss specific 
legislation. Advocates should ―do their 
homework‖ and be knowledgeable about 
the bill they wish to discuss and know 
whether the legislator has authored a simi-
lar bill.  Example:  When Assemblymem-
ber Joe Coto realized what AAUW was all 
about, he vigorously asked for AAUW CA 
support on an education bill (regarding 
Charter Schools) he is authoring this ses-
sion. 

Names and contact information for your 
legislators are listed at the end of the 
AAUW San Jose Directory.

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More than 49 million people face hunger in our country today including nearly 17 million children. 

Feeding America is the national organization that provides hunger relief through a network of local 

Second Harvest food banks. Our own Second Harvest Food Bank is the primary source of donated, 

surplus and purchased food for nonprofit agencies in this area. Mary Ellen Heising, a 50+ year 

member of our San Jose AAUW branch, was in on the ground floor in the early 70's and helped lay 

the foundation for the food bank to evolve to its current size and success. Now retired from Second 

Harvest after 20 years of distinguished service, she was ahead of her time in insisting that a paid 

nutritionist be added to the staff. 

Mary Ellen started out as a home economics teacher upon graduating from Iowa State. She married 

and eventually her family, now having grown to include 4 children, moved to San Jose. She joined 

AAUW as most of us do for friendship, intellectual stimulation, and meaningful volunteer work. 

She served as the San Jose Branch President (1972-73), work which included lobbying the govern-

ment to promote AAUW's goal of equity and opportunity for women and girls. 

As her children began leaving for college, Mary Ellen decided to seek outside employment. The 

job she applied for involved setting up a food program, part of Lyndon Johnson's War on Poverty 

in America begun in the 60's. Mary Ellen feels that her stint as the leader of our AAUW San Jose Branch (which at that time had 

over 800 members) and the experience of working with volunteers and lobbying the government put her in good stead for the job. 

Since she had studied both nutrition and gerontology, she was a perfect fit. She began her new job as the Director of the Brown 

Bag Program feeding low-income seniors. She finished as the Executive Director of what has become our Second Harvest Food 

Bank, now occupying a modern 65,000 square foot warehouse and serving over 200,000 people a month. 

Mary Ellen Heising has been honored by the government on the federal and state levels. She has received innumerable prestigious 

awards and honors but remains down-to-earth and approachable. You can play duplicate bridge with her on Friday mornings or 

engage her in a discussion at our AAUW Great Decisions daytime study group.  She continues to donate her time and energy to 

our branch by serving on our board as Interest Group Coordinator and is active in the Local Scholarship Community Action Pro-

ject. Charming and gracious, Mary Ellen Heising is truly a woman MAKING A DIFFERENCE.
