Due to the preoccupation of the State
Legislature with budget and prison issues,
some bills on which AAUW CA took posi-
tions did not come out of committees during
the last session of the Legislature. Some of
these will become two-year bills and
AAUW CA will continue to track them.
Fifteen AAUW CA-sponsored bills went to
the Governor, six were signed into law, and
nine were vetoed. A summary of the bills
can be found on the Public Policy bulletin
board at HQ and at www.leginfo.ca.gov.
When further cuts to the budget were put
into effect
funding to specific programs, disproportion-
ate and severe cuts went to programs affect-
ing women and their families. Advocates
appealed to the Governor to restore funding.
In a special session, domestic violence pro-
grams such as Next Door Solutions to Do-
mestic Violence had State funds restored,
but not fully, and the programs remain un-
derfunded. The next meeting of the Public
Policy Committee is December 15, 5:30 pm,
at HQ. All are welcome.
