Nearly Half of Students Sexually Harassed
at School Last Year

AAUW has released Crossing the Line:
Sexual Harassment at School, a compre-
hensive research on sexual harassment in
middle and high schools.

Sexual harassment pervades the lives of
students in grades 71 12. Nearly half of
those surveyed reported that they had been
harassed in the 2010712011 school year.
Among the responses, one-third said they
did not want to go to school as a result of
the harassment. Another third said they
felt sick to their stomachs.

The prevalence of sexual harassment in
middle and high school comes as a sur-
prise to many, in part because it is rarely
reported. Only about 9 percent of harassed
students told a teacher, guidance coun-
selor, or other adult at school about being
sexually harassed. Many students feel sex-
ual harassment is normal behavior, and
often victims of sexual harassment in turn
victimize other ch
cle that exacts an enduring emotional toll
on students.

Included in the report are promising prac-
tices for how teachers, parents, and com-
munity groups in particular can help
change the school climate.

WITH TITLE IX

As the new school
time to brush up on Title IX and what it
means for students. Signed in 1972, Title
IX (officially known as the Education
Amendments of 1972) is the federal stat-
ute prohibiting sex discrimination in edu-
cation programs and activities that receive
federal financial assistance. This short
provision, which is only one sentence
long, has had a dramatic effect on all areas
of education, opening many opportunities
for women and girls.

Title IX has been credited with remarkable
increases in the number of women and
girls pursuing athletics and professional
career s. In 1971,
enactment, 8 percent of high school ath-
letes were girls, but in the 20091 2010 aca-
demic year, 41 percent of high school ath-
letes & more than 3 million students &
were women. In addition to school athlet-
ics, Title IX made it possible for women to
pursue careers as lawyers, doctors, me-
chanics, scientists, and professional ath-
letes. Title IX also protects students from
sexual harassment and bullying. Over the
past year, the Office for Civil Rights at the
U.S. Department of Education, which en-
forces Title IX regulations, has told
schools and colleges that receive federal
funding that they are responsible for pre-
venting and stopping student bullying and
sexual harassment.

Despite these advances, many challenges

remain. Womends en

AAUW and the Department of Education
have repeatedly urged schools to appoint
Title IX coordinators to ensure their com-

The workshops
were part of the AAUW California Public
Policy 2011 Voter Education agenda.
Members from other branches in the Inter-
branch Council of Santa Clara County
attended along with members from San
Jose Branch. Gloria Leonard, Public Pol-
icyCo-Chai r , sai d 0 Wh
want to keep the direct democracy pro-
vided by the initiative process, they also
recognize that initiatives have had unin-
tended consequences and feel the need for
reform. o The stud
our members in becoming informed vot-
ers.

The first workshop presented background
on the history of the initiative, the initia-
tive process, information on how the proc-
ess works in the 24 other states that use
initiatives as ballot measures and detailed
analysis of the impact of a couple of major
initiatives passed in recent years by Cali-
fornia voters.

The second workshop led off with a talk
by Dr. Terry Christiansen, political sci-
ence professor at SJSU. He explained the
politics that have evolved around the ini-
tiative process. Following Dr.
Christiansenoés t
workshop selected four key areas that
could be addressed to improve the initia-
tive process. Identified were: a need for
clearly written measures, a need to clarify
to voters how measures that pass will be
funded, the importance of changing how
signatures are collected to qualify ballot
measures and the idea that the financing
behind initiative measures be clear and
detailed.
